❑World Humanitarian Summit on 23-24 May 2016 in 
Istanbul for the first time
❑Turkey regards “going to bed satiated while a 
neighbour is hungry” as something to be ashamed of
❑Turkey both comes to the needy’s aid at a global level 
and shares food and life with more than 3 million 
refugees 
❑Turkey is also the world’s “most generous” 
humanitarian donator 
❑The Summit, co-hosted by Turkey and the UN Secretary 
General



❑In consultation and collaboration with United Nations and 
other interested governments

❑ Media, nongovernmental and academic organizations and 
private sector also took place in the organisation.
❑Istanbul was found appropriate for the World Humanitarian 
Summit
